In the Village, The Osprey at Beaver Creek (formerly the Inn at Beaver Creek) will
complete its $7 million renovation re-opening in time for the ski season and featuring 41
newly designed guest rooms in a “mountain-chic’ style.

SKI Magazine readers ranked Beaver
Creek the No. 6 resort among North America’s top resorts, jumping up two spots in the
survey this year.
